     Road Safety Team


Access the Road Safety Cards ideally by printing, alternatively open on a home device.
Activity Suggestions.
1. Talk about each card, ask the children to describe what they see plus where they might see it. Types of crossings; ask the children how they should use each crossing - use description below.
2. Create a bigger picture. Can we match some of the cards together? i.e. Pelican crossing and red/green man
3. Scavenger hunt, find as many of the crossing types and road signs as possible when out and about on your daily walk. Activity can be expanded by asking the children to remind you how to use the crossing safely plus why they might see the sign in that particular location. 
4. Ask the children to match each description below with the correct card. 
5. Using the traffic light cards, plus either a toy car or your child as the car holding a steering wheel, play the stop and go game with the red, amber and green lights, how quickly can they react. 

Card Description
Lollypop person – Helps you to cross the road outside of school, always remember to wait until you’re told to cross. Always walk in front of the lollypop person so they can see you and keep you safe. 
Pedestrian crossing – A safe place to cross the road. There are 6 types of pedestrian crossings that make crossing the road safer– Zebra crossing, Pelican crossing, Lollypop person, traffic island, footbridge and subway. 
Red man – don’t cross – When the Red Man is showing, do not cross, the traffic could still be moving on the road and it will not be safe. 
Green man – Cross – When the Green Man is showing it should be safe to cross. You may also hear a beep beep beep sound. Remember to stop look and listen before you cross to ensure all cars have stopped.  
Zebra Crossing – A safe place to cross, make sure all traffic has stopped before you cross the road. 
Pelican crossing - This is a crossing with a red and green man to help you cross the road safely. Remember to check all the traffic has stopped before you cross the road.
Stop look listen – Something you should do every time you cross the road. 
Wait until the road is clear – If traffic is coming, wait and let it pass, the road should be completely clear or all traffic should have stopped before you cross the road. 
Speed limit – The maximum speed any vehicle should be traveling on the road. Often around schools you will see yellow flashing lights asking drivers to travel at a maximum of 20mph to make it safer for children around their school.
Give way – Drivers must give way to other drivers, before joining another road. 
Stop – When a drivers see this sign they must come to a stop, before joining another road.
Traffic lights ahead – this sign is to warn drivers that traffic lights are coming up and they will need to slow down. 
Children crossing – This sign is to let drivers know they need to slow down as children will be crossing in this area. You may spot one of these signs outside your school. 
Caution – This is a warning sign to let you know there is a hazard ahead.  
Cone – A cone will sometimes be found on a road or pavement as a warning. 
Car – Often we may hear the sound of a car before we see it. 
Bus – Buses often stop on bus stops, these are great for getting around and good for spotting different types of traffic as you can look out of the buses big windows. 
Lorry- Lorries can be really big avoid crossing the road near them as you cannot see around them easily. 
Vehicle stop – when a driver sees a red traffic light they must stop. 
Vehicle go – When a driver sees a green light they may go if it is safe. 
Get ready – After a red light the amber light will flash to let a vehicle know to get ready to go. 
Stop if safe – When a driver sees an amber light they should stop if it is safe to do so. 
Traffic lights – All drivers must follow the rules of a traffic light. 

Always remember:
To hold your grown-ups hand when close to a road especially when crossing a road 
Always dismount your bikes and scooters before crossing the road and walk them to the other side.
Never run on the road, you could fall and hurt yourself. 
Always walk straight across.
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
