Access the Road Safety Maze ideally by printing, alternatively remotely on a home device.
Activity Suggestions.
1. Ask the children to plan a safe route from home to school using the safest crossing places. I.e. the pedestrian crossings. Assess the route and discuss good parts and suggest any improvements that could be made. 
2. Talk about each crossing place, ask the children to describe the crossing, ask if they can describe how to use it and why it is safer to use this crossing place. (use the descriptions below to help)
3. Drawing activity, ask the children to draw and colour three traffic lights, one with the red light bright, one with the amber light bright and one with the green light bright. Then ask them to draw and colour a green man and a red man that they might find on a pelican crossing. Lastly ask them to design and draw and colour a lollypop stick help by a Lollypop person. These can then be used in the role play activity below. 
4. Role play activity. Set up a kerb using anything that replicates a straight line on the floor (a piece of string, a ruler, a row of pencils) explain that the side you are standing on is the pavement and on the other side of the line is the road. Ask the children to show you how they would use the crossing place safely, remind them to use their green cross code, stop look and listen every time and to hold their grownups hand when crossing.  If you have more than one child ask one to be the traffic and travel up and down the road holding a pretend steering wheel, or to be the lollypop person an help the pedestrians cross. 

Crossing Descriptions
Pedestrian crossing – A safe place to cross the road. There are 6 types of pedestrian crossings that make crossing the road safer– Zebra crossing, Pelican crossing, Lollypop person, traffic island, footbridge and subway. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Lollypop person – Helps you to cross the road outside of a school, always remember to wait on the pavement while the lollypop person stops all the traffic and do not cross until told it is safe to do so. Always remember to walk in front of the lollypop person so they can see you and keep you safe. And don’t forget to dismount your bike or scooter.  
Zebra Crossing – Traffic should stop for all pedestrians waiting to cross at a zebra crossing but always make sure all traffic has stopped before you cross. A zebra crossing is made up of white strips painted on the road that are like the white strips on a zebra. You will always find two flashing yellow lights at the top of stripy poles either side of a zebra crossing, these are called Belisha beacons.
Pelican crossing – Pelican crossing control the traffic using traffic lights. One using a Pelican crossing you will need to press a button and wait for the traffic lights to change colour. There is a red and green man to help you cross the road safely. The red man means do not cross, the traffic will still be moving on the road and it will not be safe. When you see a green man it should be safe to cross. You may also hear a beep beep beep sound. Remember to stop look and listen before you cross.  
Extra messages 
Always remember to stop look and listen whenever you cross the road. It is important to make sure it is safe before you go.
Always dismount your bikes and scooters before crossing the road and walk them to the other side.
Never run on the road, you could fall and hurt yourself. 
Always remember to hold your grown-ups hand when close to or crossing a road.
